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INTRODUCTION

NHMS of Serbia regularly prepares climate outlook for our country on the basis of the ECMWF seasonal forecast model outputs, but also from the SEEVCCC regional climate model outputs.  On this paper we will extend scope of our climate outlook and give climate outlook for summer season for Serbia, but also for the SEE region.

CLIMATE OUTLOOK FOR 2011 SUMMER SEASON BASED ON ECMWF SEASONAL FORECAST MODEL OUTPUTS FOR SERBIA AND THE SEE REGION

Summer season temperature in Serbia will be normal to above normal. There is no signal for summer season precipitation on the territory of Serbia. In other words, Serbia will have warm or normally warm and normally wet summer. 

In the northern part of the Adriatic, eastern part of the Black Sea and belonging coasts, eastern Mediterranean, on the south and southeast of Turkey and in the south Caucasus summer season temperature will be above normal; in central Mediterranean, Aegean and western part of the Black Sea and belonging coasts, Israel and on southeastern coast of Mediterranean, there is no signal, while in the rest of the SEECOF region the summer season temperature will be normal or above normal.  There is no signal for summer season precipitation in the greater part of the SEECOF region. In some parts of central and in southern Turkey, mountainous region of Israel and eastern part of Caucasus summer season precipitation will be below normal, while in the Carpathian region, on the north of the Dinaric Alps, on the Cyprus and in the east of Mediterranean, summer season precipitation will be above normal.
CLIMATE OUTLOOK FOR 2011 SUMMER SEASON BASED ON EUROSIP SEASONAL FORECAST MODEL OUTPUTS FOR SERBIA AND THE SEE REGION

Summer season temperature in Serbia will be above normal, while for summer season precipitations there is no signal.  In other words, Serbia will have warm and normally wet summer. 

In the most of the SEECOF region summer season temperature will be above normal, while in the eastern part of south Caucasus it will be above normal to normal.  In the greater part of the SEECOF region there is no signal for summer season precipitation. In some parts of central and in the east of Turkey, on the south coasts of the Black Sea, mountainous region of Israel, on the south of Greece and in the Carpathian region summer season precipitation will be below normal, while on the south coast of Turkey it will be above normal.
SUGGESTED NHMS SERBIA - CLIMATE OUTLOOK FOR 2011 SUMMER SEASON FOR SERBIA AND SEE REGION

Summer season temperature in most of the territory will be normal to above normal, while in the north of Serbia it will be above normal. There is no signal for summer season precipitation on the territory of Serbia. In other words, most of Serbia will have warm or normally warm and normally wet summer, while the north of the Serbia will have warm and normally wet summer. 

In the most of the SEECOF region, summer season temperature will be above normal. In the eastern part of south Caucasus and central part of Balkan peninsula summer season temperature will be above normal to normal,  and there is no signal for the central part of Turkey (within normal values).

 In the greater part of the SEECOF region there is no signal for summer season precipitation. In the Ionian Sea, southern part of Aegean Sea and belonging coasts, in the central Mediterranean, summer season precipitation will be below normal, while in the Carpathian region it will be normal to above normal
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
